











Bug in Island 4.1

There is a bug in the printing routines of the Island
(IslandWrite, IslandDraw, IslandPaint, IslandEquation and
IslandTable) software that prevents the list of available

printers from being displayed. Island Graphics Corporation

is aware of the problem and is working on a fix. In the
meantime, the following work-arounds should be used:

1) Ifyou are an infrequent user of the Island products, th

simplest solution is simply to save your documents in
PostScript (EPSF) format. All products except Island
Pzint allow you to do this. Choose Save As from the

File pulldown; under Save As: choose Other Format,
thzn select EPSF as the file format. Proceed to save
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the file, then exit Island and print it as you would any
PostScript file.

2) Frequent users of the Island products will want to use
this more permanent solution to the problem. At the
UNIX prompt, type: lpstat and you will get a list of
printers available to your workstation (listed under the
Queue heading). Make a note of the printer(s) you
would like to use. Now, start up the Island product of
your choice.

*  From the File pulldown, choose Print. When the
print window appears, click on the '+’ at the bottom
of the print menu to open it all the way.

*  Click on Printer Setups in the bottom right corner.

o In the Printer Makes box, select PostScript
BW.

o In the Printer Name box, type in a printer you
selected from the Ipstat command.

o In the Printer Setups box, type in the same
printer that you typed in for Printer Name.

Click on Add under Printer Setup. Continue to add
as many printers as you like, and after the last Add,
click on Cancel.

*  Now, after you close and re-open the Print
window, you will find your new printer(s) in the
Printer Setups window. Select one, and the
Printer Name will automatically be filled in.

*  Click on Print and your document will be spooled
to the correct printer.

Your customized printer information is stored under your
home directory in ioffice/printer.ini and will be used by all
the Island software. You may add, delete or modify printers
at any time.
